Abstract

[One paragraph not indented and typically 150-200 words APA pp. 25-27]

[Title Repeated]

[Paper body: APA pp. 26-40, examples on pp. 42-49]

[Direct quotations vs. paraphrasing: APA pp. 170-171.  In-text citations: APA pp. 174-179, examples are also on pp. 42-49.]

[Example direct quotation: “You may need written permission from the owner of a copyrighted work if you include lengthy quotations or if you include reprinted or adapted tables or figures” (American Psychological Association, 2009, p.173).]

[Personal communication that is cited only goes in-text, not in the reference list APA p. 179.]

[If you include information such as the author’s last name in the text of your paper you can omit it from the citation at the end of the sentence.]
[1 page = “p.” and 2 pages or more = “pp.”]

[Rules are in APA pp. 180-224, example in the context of a paper is on pp. 49-51]
[The pieces of information needed in a citation are different depending on the type of document being cited.  Books, articles, newspaper, and webpages, for instance, are all cited differently.  Pay attention to the author rules in APA for citations if you have multiple authors.  Materials with no author, or from an organization, are cited differently.  This list should be in alphabetically order and formatted with a hanging indent.  In Word 2007 the hanging indent can be found by clicking Page Layout ( the small arrow in the lower left of the Paragraph box ( in the popup box under Indentation use the drop down menu to select Hanging.]
